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1. PRAISE

Confess that Jesus is LORD: of your own life, of every nation, tongue, language and
people, of heaven and earth. Ask the Holy Spirit to reveal anything in your life that
needs to be surrendered. Confess and receive God’s forgiveness, allowing your heart
to be aligned with His purposes. Stand in the gap and confess the sin and brokenness
on behalf of the people group of the day. 

3. CONFESS

Nehemiah 1:5-11, Daniel 9:3-19

Begin by praising God for who He is. Think of his attributes - his love, his mercy, his
faithfulness etc.

Praise God for what he has done in your heart and life.
Praise God for what he has done in the Turkic world and his desire for all
peoples—including the Turkic world—to know Him.

“Be still, and know that I am God.
I will be exalted among the nations, I will be exalted in the earth!” 
- Psalm 46:10

Be still before God. Ask him to slow your heart and mind. Ask Him to align your heart
with His and to guide your prayers for the people group of the day.

Spend time reading and meditating on passages that reveal God’s heart for the nations.
