
Bashkir
The Bashkir are a Turkic people of around 1.7 million living mainly 
in Bashkortostan, Russia, and other former Soviet countries.
Historically shaped by nomadic life and a strong warrior culture,
they began converting to Sunni Islam in the 12th–14th centuries.

Despite strong traditions and religious identity, there is a quiet openness to new ideas
in some areas—yet the spiritual stronghold remains significant and needs persistent
prayer.

Today, most identify as Muslim, while modern urban life has also
introduced secular influences. Only about 1% follow Jesus, making
them an unreached people group with a deep cultural and spiritual
heritage. 
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
