There are 304,000 Meskhetian Turks living across more than nine 
countries, with the largest populations in Russia and Kazakhstan. 
They originate from the Meskheti region in Georgia near the 
Turkish border. 

Most are Sunni Muslims, with a small Shiite minority. Alongside Islam, some retain
pre-Islamic practices such as superstition and the use of protective amulets. There
are almost no known followers of Jesus (0.1 %). 

Under Stalin, they were forcibly deported across Central Asia, 
losing their highly productive farms and livelihoods. They are still
feeling the effects of that time. Wherever they live, they value
community and celebration, especially large circumcision ceremonies
with music and dancing.
