
Among the 10–20 million Alevis, about 4.3 million are Alevi Turks
living mainly in Turkey and Germany. Less than 0.06% of these are
followers of Jesus. Alevi Turks are the descendants of Oghuz
Turkmen tribes who migrated to Anatolia in the 11th–13th centuries,
blending Shi’a devotion with pre-Islamic shamanistic roots. 

Alevi Turk

Historically, they were the rural "fringe" who rejected the Ottoman 
Caliphate 's strict Sunni formalism, viewing it as Arab imperialism 
over Turkish culture. Today, they see themselves as the protectors of 
"True Turkish Islam"—a faith they claim is pure, secular, and democratic.
