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Nogais
The Nogais are descendants of nomadic steppe peoples, with a
population of approximately 100,000 with less than 0.01%

Christians. Living primarily in southern Russia, their culture
reflects along history of migration and adaptation.

Islam is an important part of their identity, though levels of
observance vary. Cultural preservation is vital, especially language
and tradition. Many live in rural areas with limited access to
resources or the gospel - until recently.

An Uzbek brother woke up with the word “Nogai” on his mind. Though unfamiliar with
them, he searched, discovered where they live, and recognized their shared language.
Since then, our Uzbek church-planting team started visiting the Nogai, and right
now, in these days, one of our teams is there among them.
