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Uzbek

About 38 million Uzbeks live across more than 13 countries, with
fewer than 0.02% identifying as Christian. As the largest people
group in Central Asia, they have a rich heritage shaped by
centuries of history, trade, and Islamic tradition.

After decades of Soviet-enforced communism, many Uzbeks
became secularized and are now seeking to reconnect with their
Islamic roots. Converts from Islam to Christianity often face strong
social stigma.
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Government restrictions can limit religious expression, and access to the gospel
remains limited—though it is growing. Small communities of Christ followers are
emerging, even as they continue to face pressure and restrictions for their faith.
